PRUL MILLER WINS BENDIX BRAKE TRAWS-RY AT LINE ROCK:

LIME ROCK, Conn. -- Paul Miller, of Morristown, N.J., driving
a Porsche Turbo (arrera, claimed his first Bendix Brake Trans—fin
victory of the 1985 season here at Lime Rock Park on Saturday
(Rug. 10, and he did 1t by using a calculating, risky strategy.

Starting fifth on the grid, Miller sat back and let Paul
Newnan and Ually Dallenbach, Jr. set the pace. Elliott
Forbes-Robinson and Willy T. Ribbs were right in the thick of
things as well.

find one by-one, the leaders began to have their prablems and
Miller was right there to mop up his first Trans-Am victory since
Nosport of last season. Miller's average speed for the 66-lap,
100-nile race was 90.734 miles-per-hour (1:06.46.764), as he
tinished less than a second ahead of Forbes-Robinson, who was
driving a Buick Somerset Regal .

Newsan, who set the pole position for the second straight
race, led the first 9 laps. Dallenbach mowed past him on lap 10
only to be repassed by the actor/racer again on lap 21.

A spectacular accident, involving Reb Mcfarlin, occured on
lap 27, when Bruce Jenner's (not the Dlympian) Pontiac Trans-fm
blew its engine and left a big o1l spill at the end of the main
straight.

Mcfarlin, who was right behind Jenner, could not avoid the
spill and he lost control of his car, hit a barrier, flipped and
landed upside down. Fortunately, Mcfarlin uas not injured.

Quring the six-lap caution period, the Motorcraft Capri of
Uilly T. Ribbs began to smoke heavily and he retired out of the
race on lap 30 with a drapped walve.

Throughout the caution, Mewman remained the leader, followed
by Dallenbach, Miller and Forbes-Robinson. fnd when the green
flag waved again, Newman jumped out to a confortable lead and 1t
appearegsghat he was on his way te his first Trans-Am victory
since 1987.

On lap 43 though, Newman's hopes for victory evaporated when
his Kissan 3002X Turbo lost power, due to a split radiator hose.

"Uhat can [ say," said a disappointed Newman. “It was our
race, just like last week (the Road America Trans-fm). Le just
can't get any luck. Cuerything was fine.. later temperature was
fine...01] temperature was fine and the tires were feeling good.
Then the car started smoking down the straightaway but the uater
temperature didn't get any hotter. S0 [ went two more laps and
then the engine lost power. [t was a radiator hose.”

Uith Newman gone, Dallenbach went back into the lead, and
Miller was second, followed by Forbes-Robinson. Miller warked his
way past Dallenbach on the 5ist lap and was not passed again.

*He were betting on a caution delay in this race,” Miller
said. "There have been six races in a rov without a caution and
the law of averages just had to catch up. We ran very
conservatively from the start. Paul Newsan's car was by far the
fastest. Ue counted on Uilly (Ribbs) and Ually (Dallenbach, Jr.)
to try and run with Paul, and auerheat their tires. This is just
what happened.®

Dallenbach spun out on lap 58, and both Forbes-Robinson and
Chris Kneifel got by him to move into second and third,
respectively.

Forbes-Robinson went on to finish second, but 0allenbach
grabbed third when Kneifel spun out on the final lap of the race.
Kneifel recouered in time to save fourth, while Les Lindley,
drivzng a Camaro, finished a respectable fifth. Lindley’s effort
narked the highest finish by a Chevrolet this season.

Dallenbach has regained the lead in the Briver Point
Standings after nine events with 143 points, compared t Rigbs‘
135 Tom 6loy, who missed the Lime Rock race, 15 still ghir with
98 points, but Forbes-Robinson has clased the gab to just mine

pornts. Rounding out the Top Five is Kneifel, who has 78.

The Bendix Brake Trans-Am Championship will be back in action
Bug. 25 at Watkins Glen International .

FRIRMONT CITY, I11. -- Ually Dallenbach, Jr., of Basalt, Colo., won the
Nercury Capri Cha]ienge here at 5t. Louis International Raceway, and in doing
> 50 he clinched the 1985 Bendix Brake Trans-fm Championship title.

Dallenbach, who drives the Mac ToolsMotoreraft Hercury Lapri, took the
lead on lap 30 of the 46-lap, 100-mile race en route to a 1.68-second victory
over Capri rival Tow Bloy.

The victory earned Dallenbach 20 points, which was enough to clinch the
title. With two races to go, Dallenbach holds a 221-to-174 advantage over
Willy T. Ribbs, uhe finished 19th but needed to finish 13th or better to retain
a mathnatical chance of claiming the Driver Championship.

"This win clinches the season title for me," Dallenbach said. *I don't
believe it. It hasn't sunk in yet and it probably won't for a while. The fact
that we clinched the title means a lot to me. I have the best crew in the
racing world and they deserve a lot of credit.”

flallenbach covered the race in a tise of one hour, 12 minutes and 36.34
seconds, in averaging 83.630 miles-per-hour . He also picked up a first-place
check for $10,200, which ups his 1985 earnings te $37,550-- an all-time
Trans-fm record. At the season’s conclusion, Dallenbach will pick up an
additional $20,000 of the $100,000 Bendix Brake Year-end Points Fund.
